You must be registered with a doctor in the United Kingdom.

You must be in the United Kingdom at the time of purchasing this policy. Any trip that has begun when you purchase this insurance will not be
covered.

Your trip must start and end in the United Kingdom.

When and how do | pay?
You must pay your premium before the policy can be issued. Payment can be made by debit or credit card and you can do this online or by TravelTime
Travel Insurance on 0345 548 2122.

When does the cover start and end?

For Single trip policies, cover starts as soon as you purchase your policy. You have immediate cover for cancellation. Cover ceases on your return to
your home following your trip. The start and end dates of your trip will be shown on your policy schedule.

For Annual Multi trip policies, all cover including cancellation cover starts on your chosen start date and the policy will expire 12 months later. The
start and end dates of your policy will be shown on your policy schedule.

m How do | cancel the Contract?

Important - Applicable to all policies: We will not refund the premium if you have travelled on the policy, or if you have made or if you intend to make
a claim, or an incident has occurred which is likely to give rise to a claim.

1. If you wish to cancel the policy within the 14-day cooling off period
If you decide this cover is not suitable for you and you want to cancel your policy you must contact TravelTime Travel Insurance within 14 days of
buying the policy or the date you receive your policy documents. Any premium already paid will be refunded to you in full.

2. If You wish to cancel the policy outside the 14-day cooling off period

a) For single trip policies:

If you cancel the policy at any time after the 14 day cooling off period, you will be entitled to a refund of the premium paid, subject to a deduction of
30% for the Cancellation cover you have received.

b) For annual multi trip policies:

If cover has started, you will be entitled to a pro rata refund of premium, in accordance with the amounts shown below:
